LMBR (Learning Management Business Reform) 

 
The Department of Education is implementing a new 
software system in all NSW Government Schools this year. 
This software encompasses all facets of the way schools 
operate and is the biggest change to the system since the 
1980’s when they introduced computers into school offices. 
It not only operates the finance systems, but student 
welfare, student management (enrolling, leaving and 
transfers), reporting and attendance systems as well. 
Our office staff will be undergoing intensive training during 
Term 3 and once again, Mrs Thurlow will leave BRPS 
temporarily to be part of the LMBR deployment team. 
LMBR will commence at the beginning of Term 4. 
 
How will this affect our school? 
 
* Whilst we will still accept payments of cash, cheque and 
EFTPOS, we will be introducing a ‘Parent Online Portal’ 

(POP) payment method. We will host a workshop on 
Monday 30

th
 May at 9.30am in the library. Instructions on 

how to use the POP system will be on our school website 
after the workshop.
