TRAFEFIC ON BANKSIA ROAD

As you know with our school growing to 535 students
we need to address the issue of traffic congestion on
Banksia Road.

Last Friday was the last day for the 3:15pm optional
pick up. This has been a 3 week trial where we
averaged 15 to 17 students taking up the optional
3:15pm pick up. The traffic congestion on Banksia
Road was marginally better. From this week, we go
back to the normal 3pm pick up for the rest of the
term.

Our plan is to trial another option starting at the
beginning of Term 2, Wednesday 26" April and
concluding on Friday the 12" May. The way it works:

- Infants (K, 1 & 2) will start at 9am and finish
at 2:45pm which is 15 minutes earlier than
Primary. NB. Primary start and finish times
will remain the same, 9:15am and 3pm
respectively.

- We are hoping families will take up the
2:45pm departure time which should alleviate
traffic congestion on Banksia Road at 3pm.
The neighbouring private schools finish
around 3:20pm which is another reason the
earlier finish may reduce home time grid lock.

- If your child(ren) are in Infants and the
2:45pm pick up doesn’t suit, your child can
remain supervised until 3pm where they may
meet up with older siblings or depart as
normal.

Upon the conclusion of this trial we will report back
the results and continue to consult regarding a long
term solution.
