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TRAFFIC CONGESTION AT HOME TIME 
 
The current results of the survey are as follows: 
 

1. Optional 3:15pm finish for all students K – 6 
(same start time of 9:15am). Our data shows 
an average of 15 to 17 students took up this 
option and there was minimal reduction of 
traffic congestion. 
 

2. The K-2 start at 9am and finish at 2:45pm (Yr 
3 to 6 stays at 9:15am start and 3pm finish). 
Our data shows an average of 50 to 70 
students are leaving before 3pm which has 
reduced traffic congestion at home time. 
 

3. Option 3 is we keep the bell times the same 
as we have always, 9:15am and 3pm for all 
students K-6.
